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1. Borsuk claims: “Even though innumerable material elements come together to make the book, these features have been naturalized to such a degree that we now hardly notice them…” (Page 90) So, do you think older versions of books i.e., scrolls and tablets would still be regarded as highly valued works of literacy if they were as easily accessible/created as modern books? 
2. As Borsuk points out on page 96, there have been several different forms of books throughout history. But do you think it is possible that the current form of books (the traditional codex form and digital books) will be the last phase in the production/presentation in literacy? Is there a level above the current form of books that we consume that will become the new normal?
3. Borsuk states that “the aesthetic of bookness itself is fetishized to a degree that it can be bought and sold” (Page 97) which parallels with our society that has recently created a “standard” and popularized lifestyle routine on the internet that includes reading, with the intent of appearing put-together and productive. Because of this, do you think that Borsuk is correct when they claim that books have become a mere aesthetic that has been fetishized, and have lost their true values and author intent? 
4. According to Borsuk on pages 98-99, artist’s books “can be purposefully illegible, its pages torn or carefully cut to make volumetric forms…” Based on your own definition of a “book” do you think it is fair to allow Artist Books to be identified as a book, or do you think they should be defined as pieces of art that are merely in the form of books? Or do books need to be majorly made of text to be considered a book?

5. Borsuk describes a poet’s mission to “bring mystery and expressivity back to type and to language” (Page 106) in which the poet experimented with the appearance of poems on the pages of a book that would force the reader to exert more effort than average to consume the poetry. Because of the uniqueness that comes with special arrangement of text and paratextual content (as found in the book ‘S’) do you think it would be more suitable if all text were written and portrayed in a standard method, to make the consuming of books the same for all readers?
6. Books have been collaborated in different forms of creative medias, such as the art world, as expressed by Borsuk on pages 112-113. Artwork has been imported into book codex, and in comparison, movies/tv shows have adapted novels, short stories, etc. Do you find these kinds of collaborations with books to be beneficial in creating interest in the public to consume the traditional “book” or do you think the new versions (like artist books/book-adapted tv media) will eventually replace the book?
